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ABSTRACT

A consumer to consumer (C2C) website was planned and developed,
www.deknoii.com. Target users would be Thai parents seeking to buy, sell, or barter
second-hand children’s goods. Website’s members can trade their used or no-longer-
needed children’s goods with others who are looking for new items for their
children. This website also acts as a social community where users can read articles,
request items, and review purchased items.

Object-oriented analysis and design (OOAD) was used to create the
system model. And the spiral model of system development was used to develop
the system. The website was developed based on the C# object-oriented
programming language under ASP.NET Framework 4.5, using Visual Studio Community
2015 for development. Language Integrated Query (LINQ), a component of .NET
Framework providing run-time infrastructure for managing relational data as objects,

was applied to develop database connections and queries.
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
